HALF YEARLY UPDATE   As the first half of the club’s current financial year has just passed, we,  the executive would like to give you a progress report on the club’s position. 
At the end of September the club continues to remain in a challenging situation with our cash flow position remaining tight but there are some positive trends.

1. Since April we have attracted a total of 32 new members to the club of which 10 are full playing and 9 are junior members. Our membership drive will continue as we target summer members particularly over the next few months.

2. Green fees were down on last year for the months of April and May but since June they have increased each month resulting in the June to September period being ahead of last year by 21.5%.

3. Income from the bar has increased over last year and we will continue to target private and community groups to use our venue for functions to drive increases in income.

4. Attracting new sponsors to the club continues to be a main area of focus through the “friends of the club” concept and we are making some progress.

5. The course continues to be presented in excellent condition despite the constraints we have in being able to allocate expenditure to this area. Unfortunately our aging equipment continues to require maintenance and we can only expect this to get worse in months/years to come.

6. The new auto card printer has been significant in capturing correct green fees whilst projecting a professional club image.

In summary, I believe we are making progress and are establishing a good foundation for the future. Our situation will continue to be a challenge but I am encouraged by the continuing willingness of members to contribute to the wellbeing of the club.
